With dozens of courses taught by faculty from a range of disciplines, the American Studies major is the definition of
interdisciplinary.

o Students take 12 hours of American Studies electives from among a wide variety of courses
offered in the humanities, the social sciences, and the arts.

o Students also take 12 hours of special American Studies seminars in their junior and senior years.
